4. How might consumerism and globalistion affect Buddhist monks (E.g. ipods and 

mobile phones)?   
 

5. How relevant is the concept of karma for Australians? 
 

6. What are the similarities and differences between Buddhism and Christianity? 
 

7. What is your reaction to the statement:  “There is a tension point because they 
[Buddhists] try to escape life, whereas Christians have been given the answer to 
life through Jesus. They have a great respect for Jesus’ teaching, but the church is 
the problem.” 

 
8. What has caused the Asian church to ‘become very western’? What is the 

alternative?  
 

9. Locals think that if you become Christian you need to give up your Asian-ness. 
How might it be the same for Australians? 

 
10.  Can you predict what some future challenges might be for a Tee and Zom? 
 
11.  Do you believe a follower of Jesus can study at a Buddhist university? Why/why 

not? 
 

12. What issues would it raise if a monk becomes a follower of Jesus?
